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Abstract 
Automatic Identification and Data Capture (AIDC) technologies are a diverse family of technologies that share the 
common purpose of identifying, tracking, recording, storing and communicating essential business, personal, or product 
data.  In most cases, AIDC technologies serve as the front end of enterprise software systems, providing fast and 
accurate collection and entry of data. AIDC technologies included barcodes, RFID, IOT. Multiple AIDC technologies 
are often used in combination to provide enterprise-wide solutions to business issues such as integration of blockchain 
and AI. 
In this seminar, trends in AIDC technologies from industry view will be addressed and examples of applications and 
challenges will be presented. 
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
