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Abstract: High-performance antennas are widely used in wireless 
communication. The antenna research team of the SKLTMW of CityU 
has made significant contributions to the development of antennas for 
modern wireless communications, especially in bandwidth broadening 
techniques, transparent antennas, magneto-electric dipoles, etc. Their 
Beidou antennas for mobile terminals contributed to the rescue 
mission in the 2008 Wenchuan earthquake. Some other inventions can 
be found in the 5G base-station and smart phones. The team is now 
engaging in the research of on-chip antennas, beam steering devices 
and active phased array for 6G wireless communications. 
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
